three cash awards, certificates and trophies may also consider giving a 
Certificate of Special Mention along with a cash prize of Rs. 50 thousand each to 
some films, if so recommended by the Jury. 

The short films may be in Hindi or in any Indian language with sub-titles in 
English or in English. Duration of the short film should not be less than 3 minutes or 
more than 10 minutes.
